DESCRIPTION AND SPECIFICATIONS
The Dry Support Bridge (DSB) system is fielded 
to multi-role bridge companies and requires a 
crew of eight soldiers to deploy a 40-meter bridge 
in fewer than 90 minutes (daytime). The bridge 
modules are palletized onto seven flat racks and 
transported by equipment organic to the multi-role 
bridge company. DSB uses a launcher mounted on a 
dedicated Palletized Load System (PLS) chassis to 
deploy the modular bridge sections which have a 
4.3-meter road width and can span up to 40 meters.

DSB is designed to replace the M3 Medium 
Girder Bridge.
