It is, this 26th day of September, 2013, hereby 

ORDERED that by no later than close of business on September 30, 2013, the 

Government shall file a sur-reply to the Defendant’s [116] Motion to Reconsider addressing the 

new argument1 on page 2 of the Defendant’s reply brief regarding section 10 of the Attorney 

General’s Department of Justice Report on Review of News Media Policies. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that by no later than 9:00 AM on September 27, 2013, 

the Government shall provide the Court with unredacted versions of the pages that comprise 

Exhibit 8 to the Defendant’s Fifth Motion to Compel for in camera review by the Court.  If the 

documents are only available on a read and return basis, the Government shall arrange for the 

documents to be provided to Chambers at 9:00 AM on Monday, September 30, 2013.

1  The Court generally would disregard new arguments raised for the first time in a reply 

brief, but in this instance the policy on which the argument is based was not released until after 
the Defendant filed his motion.   
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IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Court has questions for the parties regarding 

certain discrete issues relating to the Defendant’s pending motion to compel, but will not conduct 

oral arguments regarding the parties’ pending motions during the closed hearing on September
