The purposc of this memorandum is 1o re-gstublish the Director of National Intelligence’s
(DN} comprehensive program for the periodic review of all space-based national intelligence
reconnaissance systems to determine whether 1o release to the public imagery that is acquired by
those systems, pursuant to Executive Order 12951,

The Birector of the National Geospatial-Intelligence Agency (DNGA) will serve as the
secountable official for developing, implementing. and mapaging e program. DNGA's
responsibilities include recommending to the DNT devisions to declassify imagery from space-
based patfonal intelligence reconnaissance systems, including a system the DNI has deemed
ohsolete, cansistent wnh the interests of national defense amd foreign policy. DNGA will ensure
that imagery from obsolete systems is reviewed lor release ngainst a specific timutable, using the
standards for damage o national security in Executive Order 13526, Clussified National Security
Information. In managing the program, DNGA will consult with the Department of State and the
Department of Defense, and other affected Intelligence Community elements as appropriate.
DINGA will annaally report to the DNI by 1 October on the program’'s implementation, while
ensuring that review of all applicable imagery is completed on a continual basis.

DNGA, with the support of the Director of the Nationu! Reconnaissance Office (DDNRO),
will develop and implement a methodplogy for reviewing space-based national intelligence
reconnaissance systems an recommend to the DNI any decision 1o deent a system obsolete, as
appropriate, This review will not address declassification of the space-based systens themselves
or of associated technical or programmatic characteristics. Those declassification decisions rest
with DINRO, as the Original Classification Authority, in courdination with the DN as
