Dear Dr. Aftergood: 

This is in response to your Freedom oflnformation Act (FOIA) request of December 18, 2012. 
Your request was received in this office on that date, and assigned tracking number NGC13-053. 
You requested a copy of a Memorandum of Understanding between NARA and NGA 
concerning the declassification and transfer of imagery from the KH-9 satellite. 

I am releasing to you the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between NARA and NGA 
concerning the imagery of the KH-9 satellite. We consulted with NGA about their equity in the 
MOA. NGA requested redactions on page 3 pursuant to 5 U.S. C. § 552(b)(6), personal privacy. 
The rest of the MOA is released. 

For the redacted information, NGA provided this appeal language:
